Therefore the Gita is not for those who have
no faith. The author makes Krishna say :

“Do not entrust this treasure to him who is without sacrifice, without
devotion without the desire for'this teaching and who denies Me. On
the other hand those who wil] give this precious treasure to My devotees
will by the fact of this service assuredly reach Me. And 'those who,
being free from malice, wil] with faith absorb this teaching, Shall, having

attained freedom, live where people of, true merit go after death.”
